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CHILD PROTECT OF MERCER COUNTY, INC.
CONTRACT SERVICES AGREEMENT –
SANE MEDICAL EXAM SERVICES
January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021

__________________________________(hereafter called Contractor) agrees to provide the following services to Child Protect of Mercer County, Inc. (hereafter called Agency):
	
The Contractor is responsible for maintaining licensure requirements.  

It is strongly suggested, but not a term of this contract, that the Contractor obtains personal liability insurance.  

As a member of the Mercer County SANE Program, the Contractor understands that the program maintains coverage for both locations of the Princeton Community Hospital (PCH) Emergency Departments for providing SANE medical exam services to all patients (ages 13 years and older) within 96 hours post sexual assault.  After 96 hours, victims are seen as a GYN patient by the Emergency Department physician or followed by their HMO/PMD.

It is the Contractor’s responsibility to sign up for on-call hours.  In the event the Contractor signs up for call and something occurs other than illness or an emergency, it is the Contractor’s responsibility to cover the shift signed up for. 

The Contractor agrees to use their personal cell phone for on-call contact.  It is required that the Contractor carry their cell phone during on-call hours.  When on-call, it is expected that the Contractor will answer the phone or return the call within 10 minutes and arrive at the Emergency Department within one hour following the time first contacted.

Contractor is responsible to provide Agency with documentation of hours providing on-call contract services by a submitting bi-weekly time sheet ONE DAY prior to the 15th and last day of the month.

Contractor is responsible to invoice Agency for each SANE exam they complete, using the appropriate Agency-created invoice form.  Contractor is responsible to complete all sections of the invoice form.  

Contractor is responsible to obtain at least 40 hours of initial SANE training before acting as a SANE Nurse and complete 25 hours of clinical requirements within the Contractor’s first year as a SANE Nurse as a part of providing SANE services through the Agency.  

Contractor is responsible to provide the Agency’s Executive Director with documentation of attendance and completion for any/all training, continued education, training and/or conference pertaining to the provision of SANE medical exam services.  

Contractor will abide by the SANE Hospital Policy in place at Princeton Community Hospital (PCH) as well as the Mercer County Sexual Assault Response Team Protocol and if trained to conduct pediatric exams, the Mercer County Multidisciplinary Team Investigation Protocol for Responding to Child Victims of Abuse.

Contractor will abide by the Agency’s Confidentiality Agreement in regards to all client and case matters.

If trained to conduct pediatric exams, Contractor will adhere to the National Children Alliance’s standards in providing forensic medical services. 

The Contractor agrees to be available to:
· appear and testify in court when subpoenaed;
· prepare to testify in court when subpoenaed (this may include making phone calls to the Agency’s Executive Director, investigative team members, involved lawyers, or other parties as identified by the Agency’s Executive Director in addition to reviewing therapeutic case notes);
· make phone calls and/or returning phone calls to MDIT members, and any other involved parties or entities when needed

The Contractor will be reimbursed at the flat rate of $200 for each case they are required to appear in court.  This includes, but is not limited to:  reviewing records, preparing for court testimony, waiting in the courthouse to be called as an expert witness, and providing in court testimony.

All SANE medical exam services conducted by the Contractor will take place at one of the PCH locations unless Contractor is trained to conduct non-acute pediatric exams.  Non-acute pediatric exams are conducted at Child Protect of Mercer County.

Contractor will appropriately document all SANE medical exam services.  

Contractor may not remove any client case files or therapeutic case notes from the Agency or the hospital without prior approval from the Agency’s Executive Director.

Contractor shall be an independent contractor and not an employee of Child Protect of Mercer County, Inc.  The Contractor will not be provided benefits or compensation other than as specified in the agreement, nor will the Contractor be covered by workers’ compensation.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, hold harmless, protect and defend Agency from and against any and all damages, claims, suits, or liability of any sort arising from or in any manner relating to this Contract including, but not necessarily limited to, Contractor’s performance of her duties as set forth in the contract.

The Agency agrees to: 

The Agency will pay the Contractor $2.50 per hour for every hour spent on the SANE on-call rotation for which there is a completed and signed time sheet submitted.

The Agency will pay the Contractor $200 for every SANE exam completed with the other SANE nurse for which a completed invoice is submitted.  If the Contractor conducts the exam solo, without assistance, Contractor will receive $300 for which a completed invoice must be submitted.   

The Agency will pay the Contractor twice monthly: on the 15th and last day of the month.  

The Agency will not compensate for the Contractor’s mileage to and from the hospital.

The Agency will inform the Contractor of continued education, training and conference opportunities pertaining to provision of SANE medical exam services.  

The Agency will pay for the cost of the Contractor’s continued education, training and conference fees pertaining to SANE medical exam services if funding is available.

The Agency’s Executive Director will house all contract SANE medical exam services forms including but not limited to time sheets, contract agreement, and training documentation at The Agency’s facility.

Contractor and the Agency enter into a contractual agreement which will expire at the end of December 2021.     

Failure to comply with the terms of this contract agreement is terms for the contract’s cancellation by either party involved.  Should the Contractor find fault with the Agency’s handling of this contract agreement, the Contractor is responsible for following the Agency’s grievance policy as outlined in the Agency’s Employee Handbook.

We the undersigned hereby represent that we have received, reviewed and will abide by the Contractor Services Agreement, attached hereto, and certify same by affixing our signatures hereto.
